The Windrush Catamaran Association of Western Australia and Carnarvon Yacht Club
invites entries in the 2011 State Titles for 14ft Windrush, Sloop, Super Sloop ,Cat Rigged
and Vintage Classes to be held by the Carnarvon Yacht Club, from the 22" April to the 25™
April 2011.

1. Rules

The State Championships shall be governed by the 2009-2012 Racing Rules of Sailing,
which includes the prescriptions and special regulations of Yachting Australia, and the
Windrush Class rules and the Sailing Instructions.

2. Eligibility and Entry

2.1 The regatta is open to boats of the Windrush 14ft Class, Skippers and Crew shall be
financial members of their respective Windrush State Catamaran Association prior to
starting, membership forms will be available at registration. Competitors must also be a
member of a YA affiliated yacht or sailing club and hold a current YA Silver Card. The
Yachting Australia membership number must be quoted on the entry form.

2.2 All competing helmsperson shall have third party insurance cover of not less than $5
million (recommended $10 million) for any one accident. By signing the entry form,
helmspersons are deemed to have made a declaration that they have such cover.

2.3 A minimum of 4 entries will constitute a class.

2.4 Registrations for all Classes will be accepted between 1000 and 1200 Friday 22" April
2011. Late entries will be accepted up to 830 Saturday 23" April 2011.

4.1Copies of sailing instructions will be available at registration.

4.2Alterations to the Sailing Instructions shall be posted on the official race board at the
CYC/Pelican Point no less than 60 minutes prior to the scheduled start time.

5. Scoring System

The series shall be scored in accordance with the low point system of Appendix A. of the
Racing Rules of Sailing. Six races are scheduled and four shall be required to constitute a
series. If six or five races are completed then one race score can be discarded. If only four
races are completed then all race scores will count.



6. Trophies and Prizes

Trophies or prizes for the first three places will be awarded to all classes, championship and
handicap. Other prizes and trophies will be awarded at the discretion of the Carnarvon
Yacht Club.

7. Measurement

7.1 All boats entered shall conform to the one design principle of the Windrush Class and
therefore any alteration to the hull form, equipment, spars, or rigging supplied by the
manufacturer, except as permitted by the Windrush Class rules is prohibited. It shall be the
responsibility of each skipper to ensure that their boat conforms in this way.

7.2 Boats may be inspected by the scrutineer at any time during the series and non
conforming boats may be subject to protest.

7.3 No change of sails, gear, and crew shall be allowed during the series without the
permission of the Race Committee.

7.4 Weighing of boats i all participating boats shall comply with class weights. Weighing
scales and Measurers will be available if entrants wish to weigh their boats. The top three
placed boats may be asked to weigh their boats at the end of the series, and if they do not
conform then they will be disqualified.

7.5 The Vintage Class boats may need to be weighed and scrutineered to comply with
racing rules.

The weight will be 95kg including Hulls, rigging, mast, rudders, trampoline, jib carts sheet
and blocks, main sheet and blocks (no sail or boom).

Boats to be al pre foam sandwich.

All sails to be Dacron ( jib no battens )

8. Course

8.1. The course will be as attached detail to Sailing Instructions.

8.2 The course will be situated between the Carnarvon One Mile Jetty and the Tegs Channel,
adjacent to Pelican Point shore line.

8.3 Legs of the course will not be changed after the preparatory signal. This changes Rule 33.
9. Catering

The Carnarvon Yacht Club galley will be available for refreshments , with BBQ facilities, and a
fully licensed bar will be operating through out the whole weekend.

out in force with Mudlacks, Mirro's and Heron's, plus their seniors tussling it in the Laser class too.

From Race one Mako was proving to be hard to keep up with let alone beat for the super sloops , whilst
the cats had some close racing and many jostling for positions. The top 5th street marker with the
shifting breeze became a mix of heartache and godsend depending which way the wind was blowing. In
race two while in hot pursuit of Katyal 8r, Half Moon went high side and collected some Canning river
mud as a momento for the afternoon's efforts. Following the on w ater antics, the sailors retired to the
club room to contemplate the afternoon's happenings.

Sunday's racing started bright and early for a 10AM start, with a change in wind direction to liven up the
morning's sailing. An extra cat sailer joined the fleet on the water and set a cracking pace hot on the
heels of the super sloops.The lunchtime spread by the Shelly Sailing club was brilliant and the clubroom
was a literal full house with much catching up and "reinterpretations” abounding of the sailing so fa r.

WINDIES AT THE DENMARK YACHT CLUB

Being the first update from Denmark, let me introduce the club and the sailors. We have up to 7

Windies and a 166 Hobie that regularly sai-l on Wi/
sloops (including the hobie), and although not everyone gets out on the wire most races are

fairly competitive, particularly when it is light. Confounding and complicated courses, usually

involving a half sunken coke can as windward mark, also tend to keep the fleet together.

Most boats are old (all pre-foam, mostly pre-bulkhead) but in reasonable condition i somewhat
similar to the ski pnoklprs-bulkliebdiboatfor bleeaces. RamShackleg a
has been put in cotton wool for regattas.) There is a mix of sails of varying vintages and

conditions. (By the way, web6re always on the | ook
some.)

The 2010/11 season in November and runs through to May. The season includes a weekend of

sailing on the fantastic Nornalup Inletter(in my op
sailing WA and also a visit to Oyster Harbour in Albany where a group of 10 or so windies salil

regularly (as sloops). The season has been well attended, with our largest fleet being 12 boats

when some crew from Albany came over for the day.




The courses are typically set by Mr Moir, and depicted using the beach sand and a mixture of
twigs, honky nuts and rubbish mascurading as buoys. Club stalwarts, Tony Wilson (>70 y.0.)
and Bruce Priess (>80 y.0.) turn up every week to run the Start/Rescue boat. Most days start
with expresso coffees served by Dave (Mr Frappacino) Fortescue, from his mobile coffee van.
This is book-ended by beers at the end of the day at the club-house. Not a bad way to spend a
Saturday.

The hot shots are Mike Taylor (on his Hobie), Cesco the flying Italian (with a new mainsail this
year) and myself (when the mast is not in the mud). Also, Tony Smith has been moving up the
rankings this season, having bought and mastered a newer boat over winter.
